
meg awatts of po wer, or 4) a complete energy park wh ich includes 5-6 megawat ts of so lar po wer 
located at the landfill site . She adde d that UAMPS is very interested in alte rnat ive energy sources, in 
part icular wind and solar. 

She discussed the up com ing Industry Day, hoste d by Hill Air Force Base, on December 9, 2009. She 
stated the air fo rce base's pr imary energy interests as, independence, security, and renewable. 

In response to a question, Mr. Rich said that ownership of new facilit ies might be shared between the 
Chevron and the District. Ownersh ip and project descrip t ion will depend on the needs of the air force 
base, whi ch has not yet been fu lly exp lained. 

In response to a comment by Mayor Steve Curti s, Mr. Rich discussed the potent ial fo r supplying green 
energy to the East Gate Business Park. 

Director's U date 

Mr. Rich presented the Director's Update to boa rd members. 

He said steam sales for th e month of October were outstanding . Fifty-one million pounds of steam 
were shipped to Hill Air Force Base during the month of Octo ber. 

Waste received was down slight ly in Octo ber, as compared to Septem ber but greenwaste was up 
about 20 percen t, in part due to the new curbside gree n waste collect ion program in Fruit Heights. 

The shipm ent of landfill gas to Hill Air Force Basewas up approximately 50 percent over the same 
period last year. The increase is a result of th e recent ly installed upgrade to the landfi ll gas b lowers 
and the installat ion of temporary cover over 22 acres on Phase 2 of the landfill. 

Mr. Rich explained that the pilot curbside green-waste collect ion and recycling program with Fruit 
Heights completed its f irst full month in October, receiving 36.7 to ns of gre enwaste and result ing in a 
cityw ide recycl ing rate of 14 percent. 

Commissioner Pet roff asked when th e can may be used for garbage by the residen ts. 

Mr. Rich said that November th rough February cans may be used for regu lar garb age. 

Purchase ofthe former Utah Paper Box site in Nort h Sa lt Lake was completed on Sept ember 16, 2009 
for $2,838,000. The Dist rict has cleaned up the site and is now moving fo rward w ith master planning 
on th e site. We ant icipate having conceptual site plan s ready to discuss with the Planning 
Commission within about 3 months. 

Mr. Rich announced that the annual Wasatch Integrated Waste Management District Christmas Party 
is scheduled for Wednesday, December 9, 2009. 

District staff is planning a board retreat early in 2010 to pro vide t raining for exist ing and newly 
app ointed board members. Mr. Rich we lcomed board member feedback to ensure the retr eat is a 
success. 

Committee Meeti ngs are next scheduled for January 27 and 28, 2010. 

Financial Report 

Mr. David Van De Graff presented disbu rsements for September and Octobe r 2009. Disbursements 
during the months of September and October totaled $5,073,591.13. Checks over $10,000 for t he 
months of Sept ember and October totaled $4,641,546.88 and represented 91 percent of total 
disbursements . 

Upon mo t ion duly mad e and second ed, disbursements were approved. Vot ing in favor of said motion 
was unanimous. 

Mr. Van De Graff reviewed fin ancial statements fo r the period ending October 31, 2009. Revenues 
were at 23 percent of th e budgeted amount while expenses were at 35 percent.
