
Mr. Rich provided comment at the public hearing this past week held in Brigham City and intends to 
provide written comment before the February 16 deadline. Comments and concerns related to the 
three following areas: Very little data are available to directly support the reclassification of more than 
SO square miles of land to protect two municipal water wells. The area north of 1-84, which contains 
District property, does not have a single boring or well to identify the aquifer or direction of 
groundwater flow. Also, The Division ofWater Quality is inappropriately being used to address a 
political and land use zoning issue, and if reclassification of the aquifer renders the property useless as 
a landfill site, then the action may represent a taking by the state of property sold by a public entity as 
a permitted landfill, to a public entity as a permitted landfill. 

With the 2010 Legislative Session well under way, Mr, Rich reported on several bills of particular 
interest to the District. 

HB 228 is sponsored by Representative Barrus and would specifically include municipal solid waste 
within the definition of renewable energy source in Utah, Mr. Rich attached some talking points and 
information to the Director's Update. Mr, Rich asked interested board members to sign a letter 
indicating their support of House Bill 228. 

Chairman Petroff explained the benefits of the bill, which include the support of Hill Air Force Base 
and their renewable energy requirements. The federal government already considers waste to energy 
renewable as do 23 states. 

Additionally discussed was HB283 regarding Fees and Assessment Levies in Local and Special Service 
Districts, sponsored by Representative Mathis, which would require any rate or fee changes made by 
the Administrative Control Board to be ratified be each member city and county. This restriction 
would clearly be unworkable. Staff does not support the bill as written. 

Waste Fee and Related Amendments sponsored by Representative Menlove has been in the works for 
some time but is not yet numbered. This bill requires monitoring as early versions would more than 
double the fees the District would pay to the State. 

Committee Meetings were last held January 27 and 28, 2010 and are next scheduled for March 30 and 
31,2010. Committee Meetings will not be held in February due to the scheduled retreat. 

Financial Report 

Mr. David Van De Graff presented disbursements for November 2009, December 2009, and January 
20 10, Disbursements during the months of November, December, and January totaled $2,118,937,98. 
Checks over $10,000 for the months of November, December, and January totaled $1,566,637.63 and 
represented 74 percent of total disbursements. 

Upon motion duly made and seconded, disbursements were approved. Voting in favor of said motion 
was unanimous. 

Mr, Van De Graff reviewed financial statements for the period ending January 31,2010, Revenues 
were at 49 percent of the budgeted amount while expenses were at 52 percent. 

In response to a question, Mr. Rich explained that the partnership between Davis and Morgan School 
Districts and the District has been on ongoing success, The focus this year will be on square foot 
gardening, composting, and water conservation. 

Mr, Rich explained the District's commitment to assist cities with start up costs related to curbside 
greenwaste recycling. The District will provide first cans for green waste recycling to any interested 
city, Mr, Rich explained that while monies for curbside green waste recycling have been budgeted for 
the upcoming year, if any city is interested in beginn ing a curbside green waste recycling program 
before the end of the budget year, the budget can be modified to accommodate that request. 

Mr. Van De Graff continued discussing the District's balance sheet, reporting on assets, closure and 
post closure. 

Mr, Van De Graff reminded board members that the tentative budget is scheduled for passage in May 
and a public hearing will be held prior to passage of the final budget in June, 
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In response to a question, Chairman Petroff explained that the life expectancy of the landfill is at least 
15 years and likely longer. 

Committee Business 

Government Relations Committee 

Councilmember Tony London presented Resolution 10-01, a Resolution Authorizing the Executive 
Director to Execute an Amended and Restated Agreement to Create the Northern Utah Regional 
Landfill Authority. 

Upon motion duly made and seconded, Resolution 10-01 was approved. Voting in favor of said 
motion was unanimous. 

Councilmember London also presented Resolution 10-02, a Resolution Ratifying a Lease with the 
Davis County Sheriff's Department. 

Upon motion duly made and seconded, Resolution 10-02 was approved. Voting in favor of said 
motion was unanimous. 

Operations Committee 

Mayor Erik Craythorne presented Resolution 10-03, a Resolution Amending the Personnel Policies of 
the District. 

Upon motion duly made and seconded, Resolution 10-03 was approved. Voting in favor of said 
motion was unanimous. 

Mayor Craythorne also presented Resolution 10-04, a Resolution Authorizing the District to Dispose of 
Surplus Personal Property. 

Upon motion duly made and seconded, Resolution 10-04 was approved. Voting in favor of said 
motion was unanimous. 

Other Business 

There was no additional business.
