
In response to a question, Mr. Rich said the recycle drop off center would likely not be an ideal host for 
pharmaceutical disposal. He suggested law enforcement agencies are better equipped to facilitate 
pharmaceutical disposal due to security concerns. 

Mr. Rich asked John Watson, Plant Manager, to give a brief presentation on the operational issues 
associated with the processing of grass clippings through the energy recovery facility. 

Mr. Watson explained how large amounts of grass clippings (consisting largely of water), which are 
processed through the facility, make proper temperature and consistent steam flow within the units 
difficult to maintain. This results in increased CO emissions. Additionally, the application of nitrogen 
containing fertilizers to grass, increases the NOx emissions 

Mr. Rich emphasized the benefit of curbside green waste recycling as a primary method of dealing 
with the problem. He encouraged further discussion of the issue. 

He added, the curbside green waste recycling program in Fruit Heights is progressing toward 
implementation. 

Mr. Rich addressed a question about the green waste curbside container fee and whether or not the 
District will provide green waste cans to any District city implementing a curbside green waste 
recycling program. Mr. Rich clarified that the resolution modifies District Code to provide recycling 
containers to any city interested in participating in a curbside green waste recycling program, 
provided the District has the funds available. He added, that while the District will provide curbside 
green waste recycling cans to interested cities, the District cannot subsidize green waste recycling 
programs against cost increases. 

A complete copy of the recently completed survey, conducted by Dan Jones and Associates, was e­
mailed to board members for their review. 

Chairman Petroff, Mr. Watson, and Mr. Rich attended the North American Waste to Energy Conference 
(NAWTEC), which was held May 18 through 20 in Chantilly, Virginia. The conference was an excellent 
opportunity to stay informed of the latest developments in the industry and to see some outstanding 
facilities. A tour to the Lancaster County Solid Waste Management Authority Transfer Station in 
Pennsylvania immediately followed the trip to NAWTEC This facility is an excellent example of first 
class construction and operation. Mr. Rich attached pictures to the Director's Update, which was 
distributed to board members. 

WASTECON is scheduled for September 20 through 24, 2009 in Long Beach, California. Mr. Rich 
encouraged board members to consider attending to learn more about the waste industry. 

Committee Meetings are next scheduled for June 23 and 24, 2009. 

Financial Report 

Mr. Van De Graff gave the report of disbursements for May 2009. There were 213 disbursements 
during the month of May totaling $574,357.40 Checks over $5,000 for the month of May totaled 
$391,207.63 and represented 68 percent of total disbursements 

In response to a question, Mr. Van De Graff explained that billing for Woods Cross City's recycling 
program, operated by Waste Management, is administered through the District. 

Mr. Van De Graff asked if there were additional questions regarding disbursements. There were none. 

Upon motion duly made and seconded, disbursements were approved. Voting in favor of said motion 
was unanimous. 

Mr. Van De Graff reviewed financial statements for the period ending April 30, 2009. Revenues were at 
81 percent, expenses at 73 percent. Revenues are behind slightly, primarily due to falling interest 
rates.

Mayor James Behunin also presented Resolution 09-07, Implementing a Green Waste Curbside Fee. 

Mayor Don Wood asked if the curbside fee is annualized or seasonal. Mr. Rich explained that the 
proposed two dollar per month, per can fee will include the acceptance of green waste for eight 
months of the year, March through October and acceptance of municipal solid waste the remaining 
months, November through February. The fee is paid monthly, year round. 

Mr. Rich reiterated that the green waste curbside container fee modifies District Code to allow for the 
District to provide recycling containers to any city interested in participating in a curbside green waste 
recycling program, providing the District has funds available 

Upon motion duly made and seconded, Resolution 09-07 was approved. Voting in favor of said 
motion was unanimous. 

Operations Committee 

Mayor Eric Craythorne presented Resolution 09-09, Authorizing the District to Dispose of Surplus 
Personal Property. A complete list of items for surplus IS attached to the resolution. 

Upon motion duly made and seconded, Resolution 09-09 was approved. Voting in favor of said 
motion was unanimous.
